	Exemplar Narratives:

	Lisa-Marie Innes/Pamela Purdue, St Bernadette’s, Motherwell:
· Visit the church and celebrate Mass on the Feast of All Saints: Fr Stephen (parish priest) led us in prayer for all who have been a good example of faith to us and who have died.  We pray that they are in heaven and are now praying for us.  He said he was going to show us a ‘picture of a saint’ and revealed a mirror, saying that the children can become saints and get to heaven if they live as God wants.

· Discussion in class with children about people they have lost and want to pray for, and creation of a garden of remembrance poster for the sacred area.  Writing a prayer for loved ones that they will be with God forever in heaven: collate all prayers into a book.

· Read and discuss ‘the repentant thief’, especially Jesus’ promise, “today you will be with me in paradise,” and illustrate after discussions.  Learn and sing Taize chant, Jesus remember me.



	Cross-curricular possibilities:
