I know that, by recounting and celebrating his death and resurrection, the saving sacrifice of Christ’s death on the cross is made present and we partake of the Risen Jesus himself, who is really present under the appearances of bread and wine in the sacrament of his Body and Blood.

I know that Catholics have a duty to attend Sunday Mass every week and I recognise that it is a privilege and a responsibility for me to attend Mass and to learn about my faith through my participation in the Eucharist.
