	TIOF Core Learning:

	RERC 2‐11a 


Old Testament 

I have studied the life of Moses and I understand that Moses entered into a relationship of Covenant with God: the birth of Moses (Exodus 2: 1‐10); the Burning Bush (Exodus 3: 1‐15); God promises a Covenant (Exodus 19: 3‐80); the Covenant with Moses and the Decalogue ((Exodus 7, Exodus 19, Exodus 20: 1‐21); the golden calf (Exodus 32: 1‐10.)

Old Testament 

I can recognise that Jesus was the fulfilment of God’s promises made in the Old Covenant and through the prophets. 

RERC 2‐11a 


Old Testament 

I know that the Book of Exodus recounts the story of the journey of God’s Chosen People from slavery to freedom and I can identify some key moments in the narrative. e.g Passover (Exodus 12: 1‐28); Crossing the Red Sea and Song of Victory (Exodus 14: 15‐31 and 15: 1‐19); the Gift of Manna (Exodus 16: 1‐18). 

RERC 2‐11a 


Old Testament 

I know that, in this way, God reveals himself and displays his everlasting faithfulness to His people at all times. 

RERC 2‐05a 


I know that, at the original Passover meal, God promised to save his people from slavery in Egypt (Exodus 12: 1‐14) and that he promised to feed them in the desert on the way to the promised Land (Exodus 16: 4‐18). I know that this is known as the Old Covenant. 

RERC 2‐05a 


I know that the Covenant was celebrated and renewed every year at the Passover when a lamb was sacrificed. 

RERC 2‐05a 


I can recognise that Jesus established a New Covenant between his followers and God His Father, a new covenant in his blood which would be poured out “for many”

 by instituting the Eucharist at the Last Supper in the course of a Passover meal (Matthew 26: 17‐30)

 by giving them his own body and blood instead of a lamb (this is why Jesus is called the ‘Lamb of God’)by dying for them on the Cross.
RERC 2‐16a 


I have been given opportunities, with support from my teacher and chaplain, to be involved in planning a celebration of the Eucharist. 

RERC 2‐17a 


I can name the vestments worn by the priest for Mass and I know that the colour changes in accordance with the liturgical season. 

RERC 2‐17a 


I recognize that the priest wears a variety of vestments according to the liturgical season/event. 
RERC 2‐07a 


I understand that when people encountered the Risen Christ they fell on their knees and worshipped him (Matthew 28: 9‐10 & 28: 16‐18).

I recognise that, when I genuflect and kneel at appropriate times in church, I show my respect for the real presence of Jesus in the Blessed Sacrament. 

RERC 2‐16a 


I know all the responses to the Mass and I can actively and prayerfully participate each time I attend.

I can identify and participate in the actions and responses of the laity when hearing the Word of God at Mass. 

RERC 2‐12a 


I can identify actions of the priest/deacon which afford special marks of honour to the reading of the Gospel (bowing, elevation of the Gospel, veneration of the book of the Gospels, incensing of Scripture on special occasions and feasts).

I have studied the words of the Nicene Creed and am deepening my understanding of its meaning. 

RERC 2‐06b 


I know that Jesus teaches us various ways to pray and invites us to actively trust in the loving providence of God: e.g.

· the Our Father as the perfect prayer (Matthew 6: 5‐13);
· effective prayer and Intercession (Matthew 7: 7‐12);

· trust in Providence (Matthew 6: 25‐24);

· “Where two or three are gathered” (Matthew 18: 19‐20). 

RERC 2‐16a 


I know of the general requirement of Church law that I should fast for an hour before receiving Holy Communion. I know that this is a mark of respect for the Eucharist and is known as the Eucharistic Fast. 

RERC 2‐16a 


I know that, as a Catholic I have a duty to attend Mass on Sundays and holidays of obligation. I recognise this involves prioritising my time to do so. I am able to connect this with my understanding of the Third Commandment (Remember to keep holy the Lord’s Day).
