	TIOF Core Learning :

	RERC 1‐11a

· St Margaret ‐ loved and worked with the poor, following the example of Jesus in the Bible

· St Ignatius of Loyola ‐ a soldier, read the Bible and the Lives of the Saints and gave up soldiering to found a religious order

· St Francis of Assisi ‐ inspired by passages of the Rich Young Man (Mark 10: 17‐22) and the healing of the leper (Matthew 8: 1‐4), had pity on a leper, and gave away all his possessions

· St Therese of the Child Jesus – tried to be like a little child as Jesus had taught in the scriptures (Luke 10: 21‐22 and/or Matthew 18: 1‐4).
