· the discernment of God’s plan for me in my life, strengthened and guided by the sacramental life of the Church (Reign of God 2‐23a)

· my vocation as a steward of God’s creation, in my respect for myself and in safeguarding the earth and human life (Mystery of God 2‐01a; Reign of God 2‐20a)
· my role as a member of the Universal Church, entrusted with the mission of justice and peace to those who suffer in the world, guided by the Beatitudes (Mystery of God 2‐ 01a ; Reign of God 2‐21a)

I can identify the symbols used by the Church to represent and express the presence of the Holy Spirit: wind, breath, fire, love.

I know that Jesus promised the Gift of the Holy Spirit to his disciples: the Promise of the Holy Spirit (John 14: 26); Jesus promises the Holy Spirit at the Last Supper (Acts 1: 3,5,8); the Disciples prayerfully await the gift of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost (Acts 1: 12‐14; Acts 2: 1‐4).

I know that this promise was fulfilled at Pentecost. 

RERC 2‐09a 


I understand that the Holy Spirit is given to me and I receive this gift in the Sacrament of Confirmation. 

RERC 2‐09a 


I know that the Holy Spirit brings gifts (Isaiah 11: 1‐5) and that these gifts will bear fruits in our lives (Galatians 5: 22‐23). 

RERC 2‐09a 


I can recognise and explain the significance of the Confirmation rite:

· Confirmation name – either a baptismal name or the name of saint who inspires us.

· Seal of the Holy Spirit which marks or seals us as belonging to God.

· Renewal of Baptismal Promises (with candles) since Confirmation completes baptism.

· Laying on of hands – an action which invokes the Holy Spirit.

· The anointing with Chrism. (Just as God’s chosen ones were anointed as priest, prophet and king, so too in Confirmation we are anointed to be witnesses to our Christian faith.)
