	TIOF Core Learning:

	RERC 2‐05a

I know that the Jewish people were waiting for a saviour who would save them from poverty, blindness, captivity and being downtrodden (Isaiah 61: 1‐2). 
RERC 2‐05a

I know that Jesus fulfilled these expectations in his ministry (Luke 4: 16‐22‐ Isaiah’s prophecy fulfilled), by reaching out especially to those considered outsiders e.g.:


sinners: the woman who was a sinner (Luke 7: 36‐50); the calling of Levi (Luke 5: 27‐32); foreigners: the healing of the centurion’s servant (Luke 7: 1‐10);


those who are lost – the ‘lost’ parables: the lost sheep, the lost coin, the lost son (Luke 15: 1‐32); criminals: the repentant thief (Luke 23: 39‐43). 

RERC 2‐06a

I can identify the role of women at Jesus’ time: that they were considered important and honoured in their own home, but that they had no role in public life. (They could not go out on their own or attend school, could not be witnesses at a trial, or inherit anything.) 

RERC 2‐06a

I can examine how Jesus treated women in public. 

RERC 2‐06b

I know that Jesus reached out to all people, particularly to the marginalised, vulnerable and poor, and acknowledged their human dignity. e.g. the healing of the ten lepers (Luke 17: 11‐19); the raising of the widow of Naim’s son (Luke 7: 11‐17); the woman who was a sinner (Luke 7: 36‐50); the cure of the man possessed by a demon (Luke 8: 26‐39). 
RERC 2‐06b

I understand that, by this example, and through his parables, Jesus invites us to do the same: the Pharisee and the publican (Luke: 18: 9‐14); the widow’s mite (Luke 21: 1‐4); the good Samaritan (Luke 10: 25‐37). 

RERC 2‐20a

I have studied themes of justice and peace in the lives of St John Bosco, St Vincent de Paul or the Venerable Margaret Sinclair. I know that my Baptismal promises challenge me to follow their example. 

RERC 2‐24a

I know that, through Baptism, I have been initiated into Christ and into His Church and that, as a Catholic and a Christian, I am called to witness Jesus’ love for the poor and marginalised. 

RERC 2‐14a

I recognise the value in praying for the sick and the vulnerable in our community and the world. 

RERC 2‐22a

I have explored the forgiveness of sins shown by Jesus and the forgiveness shown by some Christians in the face of violence, and I have examined examples such as St Stephen’s martyrdom, St Maria Goretti and her mother and Blessed Pope John Paul II’s response to his attacker.

I can use these examples to challenge me to show forgiveness and to show that reconciliation with God and others is inspired by Jesus and I understand this prepares us for life in heaven.

In studying the life of Archbishop Oscar Romero, I recognise that he was persecuted because of righteousness (see Matthew 5: 10). I can learn, from his example, how to name injustice and be prepared to act in a spirit of courage, sacrifice and service of what is good and just.

I have prayed and reflected upon the Beatitudes given to us by Jesus in the Sermon on the Mount (Matthew) and the Sermon on the Plain (Luke) and I can describe how they practically influence my relationship with God and others.

I have considered and discussed the meaning of the Beatitudes, building on my Primary 6 learning, and I know that they teach me how to bring the values of God’s reign alive in my life and in our world. (Matthew 5: 1‐12; Luke 6: 20‐26)

I know that the Beatitudes challenge us to be people of virtue and that a virtue is a habitual and firm disposition to do good.

I recognise that a virtuous person is one who pursues the good and chooses it in specific actions.

              I know that when I respond to God’s call to love I not only do good in this world, but I prepare myself for the fullness of life in the world to come.
