	TIOF Core Learning :

	RERC 2‐05a 


I can recognise that we can learn about Jesus through the Gospels and that each Gospel gives a particular portrait of the same Jesus.

I know that in P5 we will learn about Jesus through the Gospel of Mark. 

RERC 2‐06b 


I know that Jesus proclaimed the good news from God and called people to repent (Mark 1: 14‐15). 

RERC 2‐05a 


I know that Jesus performed actions and miracles that reveal his identity as Son of God and his relationship with us as our Saviour. As fully divine, Jesus acted with God’s power, and this caused many people to be amazed. I can recognise this in two or more of the following passages: Jesus forgives and heals the paralyzed man (Mark 2: 1‐12); Jesus picks corn on the Sabbath and is Lord of the Sabbath (Mark 2: 23‐28); Jesus raises the daughter of Jairus to life (Mark 5: 21‐24 & 35‐43); Jesus multiplies the Loaves and Fishes (Mark 6: 30‐44); Jesus walks on water and is Lord of creation (Mark 6: 45‐52). 

RERC 2‐05a 


I can hear, read and recount narratives about Jesus’ life to show that he was fully human. e.g.,

· being tempted ‐ Temptation in the wilderness (Mark 1: 12‐13)

· being angry ‐ the cure of the man with the withered hand (Mark 3: 1‐6)

· choosing friends ‐ the first four disciples are called (Mark 1: 16‐20)

· eating ‐ eating with sinners (Mark 2: 15‐17); the anointing at Bethany (Mark 14: 3‐9)

· being afraid ‐ Gethsemane (Mark 14: 32‐42). 

RERC 2‐21a 


I have studied some of the miracles and parables of Jesus in Mark’s Gospel, and I know that Jesus proclaimed that “the Kingdom of God is close at hand” (Mark 1: 14‐15).

I recognise that the Kingdom of God is a kingdom of forgiveness, self‐sacrifice, justice and love. I know that the Kingdom of God is also called the Kingdom of Heaven or Reign of God.

              I know that acting justly means living in a “right relationship with God” and therefore treating others fairly.

I have examined and discussed what I know of the life of Jesus and I can list some values which He demonstrated in His life.

I know that I am called to follow His example in practical ways in all aspects of my daily life.

I can accept that everybody faces different limitations and challenges and that, when I respond in kindness, compassion and service to others’ needs, I am following Jesus’ way.

I recognise how prayer can strengthen my own relationship with God and can enable me to relate to others in a disposition of love, service, compassion and dignity.
