	TIOF Core Learning :

	RERC 1‐08a 

I know that the community of the Church celebrates feasts and seasons throughout the year, and this is called the Liturgical Year. I can name some of these seasons and feasts. 
RERC 1‐01a 


I know that, just as the earth has seasons, which are influenced by the sun and moon (see Genesis 1: 14), so too the Church’s year is divided into seasons, which we call the liturgical year: Advent, Christmastide, Ordinary Time, Lent and Eastertide.

RERC 1‐18a 

I know that the liturgical colours used by the Church are: purple during Advent and Lent; white during Christmastide and Eastertide; green during Ordinary time. 

RERC 1‐18a 

I have participated with my class in dressing the class altar in these colours. 

RERC 1‐18a 

I can participate in the preparation for Christmas and Easter, through prayer and joyful expectation in Advent and through prayer, fasting and almsgiving in Lent. 

RERC 1‐21a 

I know that I can show love for others by praying for them, by doing acts of kindness and by respecting them.

I know that in the sacraments I have celebrated God gives me the strength and grace to respond to His call to love and act justly especially when this is difficult. 
Holy week:
RERC 1‐06a 

I have listened to Exodus 12: 1‐14 and I can explain that Passover is when Jewish people celebrate being freed from slavery in Egypt. 

RERC 1‐06a 

I know that Jesus celebrated Jewish festivals and that the most important of these was called ‘Passover’. 

RERC 1‐07a 

I know that the Last Supper took place around the time of the Jewish celebration of Passover (Mark 14: 12-16) 

RERC 1‐07a 

I recognise that this meal was the first celebration of the Eucharist and that it is recalled every time we go to Mass.  I know that at Mass the sacrifice of the Cross is made present and that we participate in it, and encounter the Risen Christ. 

RERC 1‐07a 

I can read and recall Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem (e.g. Matthew 21: 9; Mark 11: 1-11; Luke 19: 28-38) and I recognise that we pray the same words as the crowd when we pray the Sanctus (Holy Holy) during Mass. 

RERC 1‐07a 

I can compare and contrast the crowd’s reaction to Jesus during the entry into Jerusalem with the responses to his arrest (e.g. Matthew 27: 20-26; Mark 15: 6-15; Luke 23: 13-25). 

RERC 1‐14a 

I know the prayers I learned in P1-P3 by heart, and I understand why I should pray them frequently.  I know the Nicene Creed, all Mass responses, and The Sorrowful Mysteries of the Rosary.

             I know that the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ is known as the Paschal Mystery.

	Exemplar Narratives:

	Victoria Tyler, Danielle Timmons, and Lynne Fullerton, East Kilbride working group:

· Ash Wednesday   Discuss the importance of this day, the origin of the palms, Palm Sunday and the start of Lent.
· At the start of Lent encourage children to choose a promise to keep for 6 weeks.  Record these and look at after 6 weeks.
· Dress the Holy area in the classroom using the colour purple.

· Visit the Church during Lent.  Compare the differences in the Church during Lent (sombre, how the Altar is dressed, lack of flowers etc.)  

· Look at Alive ‘O’ 4 DVD on the Church focus on the different robe colours, compare this to other times of the year.

· Lenten Promises

Create a Lenten tree, with daily promises for the class (pray, acts of kindness etc.)

· Alms giving, discuss the school’s Lenten charity.

Holy Week

Concentrate on the story of the Passover
· Read and discuss the Passover.  Exodus 12: 1-14

· Use the DVD ‘The Prince of Egypt’ – story of Moses life to further support this.

· Make /taste unleavened bread.

· Sequence the story (cut and stick)

· Tie a red ribbon around the door – symbolic blood on doors.

· Share a lunch in class together for Passover or Last Supper.

Last Supper

· Celebratory meal could be used to symbolise Last Supper. (This is also covered in First Communion preparation.)

· Bible reading of the Last supper. Mark 14: 12-16

· Palm Sunday   Read Matthew 21: 9, Mark 11: 1-11, Luke 19: 28-38 about Jesus’ triumphal entry into Jerusalem.  Recognise we pray the Sanctus (holy holy) at Mass, the same as the crowd.

· Make group models of the Garden of Gethsemane.

· Read Matthew 27: 20-26, Mark 15: 6-15, Luke 23: 13-25 when Jesus is arrested. 

· Children work in groups to act out the different events in Holy week.

· Children draw cartoon strips of each story or of the different stages of Holy Week.

· Sorrowful Mysteries
               In groups children use A3 paper to draw/represent the Sorrowful Mysteries. 



	Cross-curricular possibilities:
