	TIOF Core Learning :

	RERC 1‐08a 

I know that the community of the Church celebrates feasts and seasons throughout the year, and this is called the Liturgical Year. I can name some of these seasons and feasts. 

RERC 1‐01a 


I know that, just as the earth has seasons, which are influenced by the sun and moon (see Genesis 1: 14), so too the Church’s year is divided into seasons, which we call the liturgical year: Advent, Christmastide, Ordinary Time, Lent and Eastertide.

RERC 1‐18a 

I know that the liturgical colours used by the Church are: purple during Advent and Lent; white during Christmastide and Eastertide; green during Ordinary time. 

RERC 1‐18a 

I have participated with my class in dressing the class altar in these colours. 

RERC 1‐07a 

I know that Jesus rose from the dead on Easter Sunday and that, at his Ascension, He promised to be with us always (Matthew 28: 16‐20). 

RERC 1‐18a 

I can express my joy at the Resurrection of Jesus through proclaiming the Alleluia in our communal prayer and liturgies. 

RERC 1‐07a 

I know that the Last Supper took place around the time of the Jewish celebration of Passover (Mark 14: 12-16) 

RERC 1‐07a 

I recognise that this meal was the first celebration of the Eucharist and that it is recalled every time we go to Mass.  I know that at Mass the sacrifice of the Cross is made present and that we participate in it, and encounter the Risen Christ. 
Pentecost:

RERC 1‐18a 

Through prayerful reflection on the Pentecost story (Acts 2: 1‐4), I know that two of its central symbols are wind and fire, which symbolise the presence of the Holy Spirit. 

RERC 1‐04a 

I can recognize that, in the Pentecost Narrative     (Acts 2: 1‐13), the apostles experienced the presence of the Holy Spirit who strengthened them and gave them courage.

RERC 1‐04a 

I know that I can ask the same Spirit to give me strength and courage in my life.

In preparation for Trinity Sunday:

RERC 1‐04a 

I know God as Father, Son and Holy Spirit and I recognize that there are three persons in one God and that this is called the Mystery of the Holy Trinity.
RERC 1‐04a 

I know that Christians are baptized in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit and that they recall this each time they bless themselves.

	Exemplar Narratives:

	Victoria Tyler, Danielle Timmons, and Lynne Fullerton, East Kilbride working group:

· Change the focus of the Class Holy Area to White (cover, candles etc)
· Discuss Easter Sunday and the Resurrection.  
Read Matthew 28:16-20.  Respond to the story through drama or illustrations.

· Write a poem (perhaps acrostic) – RISEN, ALLELUIA etc.
· Discuss and ensure that children know that Alleluia is now proclaimed, Mass prayers, psalms and responses have changed (as Lent is now over)
· Discuss Jesus appearing to his Disciples during the 40 days from Easter to the Ascension.
· Discuss, attend and celebrate Ascension Thursday Mass.
Pentecost
· Read the Pentecost story and narrative- Acts 2:1-4, Acts 2:1-13.
Discuss the central symbols of Wind and Fire.

· Concentrate on the Disciples speaking in different tongues.  Ask children to suggest words used by the Disciples to spread the Good News.  Children should be encouraged to research these “Good News” words in different languages and decorate these on cut-out cardboard flames for display.
· Circle Time Activity-children will be encouraged to discuss when they might need strength and courage in their lives.  Developing from this discussion, children will write a prayer asking the Holy Spirit to give them courage and strength in their lives.  These prayers could be read/offered as bidding prayers during a class prayer service.
· Prayer Service to reinforce Pentecost-   Read the Pentecost Story, discuss the Holy Spirit speaking to the Disciples, sing hymns “Holy Spirit of Fire”, “Walk in the Light”, children read their devised prayers.
Trinity Sunday
· Each child makes an individual 3-leaf Clover.  Distinguish Father, Son and Holy Spirit-ensure children understand the significance of Trinity- 3 persons in 1.
· Discuss the Sign of the Cross, use of the Trinity.  Encourage children to slowly and carefully bless themselves using Holy Water.




	Cross-curricular possibilities:

	The way in which R.E. is taught will determine whether many E&Os are employed: Literacy, Technology, Expressive Arts etc.  However, the following list outlines some obvious connections between TIOF and the E&Os from other subject areas:
