              I know that in P6, through reading the Gospel of Matthew, we will learn about Jesus who was “Son of David”, “Son of Abraham” and “Emmanuel”.

I know that Jesus called people to follow him e.g.,
· the call of the first four disciples (Matthew 4: 18‐22);

· the call of Matthew (Matthew 9: 9‐10);

· Jesus speaks to the rich young man (Matthew 19: 16‐20);

· the Parable of the Sower (Matthew 13: 18‐23).

I know that, through Jesus’ words, we are called to discipleship and that Jesus is with us in all we do.

I have deepened my understanding of the Kingdom of God by studying three or more of the Kingdom parables in Chapter 13 of the Gospel of Matthew: The Sower; The Darnel; The Mustard Seed; the Yeast; the Treasure in the Field, The Pearl of Great Price; or The Dragnet. 

RERC 2‐20a 


I can recognise that the virtues of Faith, Hope and Love lie at the heart of the Reign of God and I have deepened my understanding of this through a prayerful study of Paul’s Hymn to Love (1 Corinthians 13: 4‐13).

I know that Jesus gave us some of his teachings about God’s kingdom in the Sermon on the Mount (Matthew 5: 1‐12) and that these are called the Beatitudes.

               I know that Jesus is the example of how we should live our lives and that we will be judged according to our love and service of others at the Last Judgement. (Matthew 25: 31‐40)

I know that Jesus gives us the Beatitudes as a guide to living in a way that will bring about the Reign of God.

I have explored the following Beatitudes: Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they will be satisfied. Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown mercy. Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God (Matthew 5: 6, 7 & 9) 

RERC 2‐21a 


I know that the Kingdom of God, whose growth in this world is mysterious, will come to its fulfilment when Jesus returns on the Last Day; we pray for this at Mass, especially in the Memorial Acclamation, when we profess that the Lord will “come again”. 

RERC 2‐21a 


I know that the call to follow Jesus sometimes involves making sacrifices, putting others before myself or giving up things which are contrary to the values of Jesus. 

RERC 2‐21a 


I can recognise that, in the Beatitudes, Jesus offers us a map for Christian living, growth and fulfilment and that this challenges me to live my life as a disciple of Jesus, and to be a person of virtue.
