	TIOF Core Learning:

	RERC 2‐04a

I know that Jesus was filled with the Holy Spirit throughout his life and ministry and I have explored two or more of the following passages:


e.g. the Annunciation (Luke 1: 26‐38); Jesus is baptised (Luke 3: 21‐22); temptation in the wilderness (Luke 4: 1‐2); Jesus at Nazareth (Luke 4: 18‐22); Jesus prays filled with the Spirit (Luke 10: 21‐22); Jesus casts out devils with God’s power (Luke 11: 20).

I know that Jesus prayed often, especially before important decisions and moments in his life and that this prayer was a communion with the Father and the Holy Spirit which helps us understand the mystery of the Trinity.

I know that Jesus’ unique relationship with his Father, expressed in his prayer, is a sign of his divinity, and that his need of the Father’s strength is a sign of his true humanity.

               I have responded to opportunities to pray the Our Father, reflecting particularly on the request that God’s “Kingdom come”, a kingdom of justice and peace “on earth as it is in Heaven”.

              I know that the Lord’s Prayer consists of 7 petitions to our merciful Father in heaven:

 the first three petitions relating to God and the right way of serving him

 the last four petitions presenting our basic human needs to God Our Father in heaven. (CCC2803‐2806, 2857)

In reflecting on the Pentecost story (Acts 2: 1‐13), I can explain that God sent the Holy Spirit to renew the apostles and to give them courage in their mission to build the Church.

I can identify the symbols used by the Church to represent and express the presence of the Holy Spirit, (e.g., wind, breath, fire, love) and recognise them in the narrative of the Pentecost event.

I have explored symbols and images of the Holy Spirit in the scriptures, (e.g. Paraclete, Spirit of Truth, Advocate) and in the Sequence of Pentecost (e.g. Lord of Light, Father of the Poor, Consoler). I can record my response to these through art or prayer.

I have reflected on the words of Jesus in John 14: 1‐18 enabling my understanding of the Trinity to be enriched.
