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Year C: The Year of Luke 
Year C of the 3-year liturgical cycle begins on Sunday 2nd December 2012, the First Sunday of Advent.  This is the Year of Luke, when all over the world Christians listen to the Gospel according to Luke every Sunday.  This is of particular interest to Primary 7 teachers, since P7 is the year of Luke, where the portrait of Jesus presented in TIOF is that given to us by Luke’s Gospel.

As many teachers like to spend some time during the school week either preparing pupils for the Sunday readings, or reflecting upon the previous Sunday’s readings.  To help planning, the references to Luke’s Gospel are listed below, cross-referenced with the dates of the relevant Sundays.

They will be listed first in chronological order, then their order in TIOF Primary 7.
