
This is Our Faith – Scriptural Lesson Exemplar, Primary 7 – The Trinity
	SCRIPTURE READING

Language: Talking and Listening/Reading/ R.E.

Read John 14: 1-18 with pupils. 

Distribute copies and ask them to highlight each reference to Father, Son and Holy Spirit.


	SCRIPTURE ANALYSIS Language: Reading/ R.E.

Reciprocal Reading – Using the four roles of Predictor, Clarifier, Questioner and Summariser give pupils the opportunity to work with the highlighted sections from the Gospel passage enrich their understanding of the references to Father, Son and Holy Spirit .
	PRAYER AND REFLECTION: R.E. / Health and Wellbeing
Encourage stillness and reverence amongst pupils as they silently pray to the Holy Spirit to protect them from sin and evil and bring them peace.
	PLANNING GOOD WORKS: Social Studies

Jesus said “The one who believes in me will also do the works that I do and, in fact, will do greater works than these..”. 

Pupils could be given time to research where “good works” are required in their community or the wider world.

Activities may include:

· Raising funds to support local charities/ emergency appeals/ Lenten fundraising/ Jesse Tree.
· Raising awareness of issues affecting the poor and oppressed of our world, through class/ whole school assembly presentations.
At the end of their project, pupils should be encouraged to reflect how the Holy Spirit was working through them and how through the grace of God, they were following Christ’s perfect example.

	LITURGICAL STUDY Language: Reading/ R.E.

Give pupils the opportunity to study sections of the Creed and highlight/ learn those parts which speak of the Mystery of the Trinity. 
	Revealed Truth of God
(P7 RERC 2-04a)

- I have reflected on the words of Jesus in John 14: 1-18 to enable my understanding of The Trinity to be enriched.

- I have been given opportunities to be still and quiet in order to pray to God as Father, Son and Holy Spirit.

- I have begun to study some of the words of the Creed and I have begun to identify those parts which speak of the Mystery of the Trinity. 
- I understand that the Mystery of the Holy Trinity is the central mystery of the Christian faith and life and that it can only be made known to us by God’s own self-revelation in Jesus and through the Holy Spirit.


	

	WATER CYCLE/ STATES OF MATTER: Science/Maths

Although no earthly concept or explanation can explain or contain the Mystery of the Trinity, experiments exploring the Water Cycle and observing one element in its three possible states could be used to try and enrich understanding.
	PRIMARY COLOURS/ COLLAGE: Art and Design.

Exploring the ‘Mystery of Trinity’ through:

Creating a painted sheet of the three primary colours and various new/ vibrant colours created by mixing the primary colours. Each separate swatch of colour can then be cut/ ripped and used to create a collage about Trinity.  The collage could attempt to represent Trinity through well known icons. E.g. Shamrock, triquetra, interlocking circles, or it may represent one aspect of the Holy Trinity, such as a cross or a dove. Alternatively the collage could be text based and simply make up the word Trinity or Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 
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
