	TIOF Core Learning :

	RERC 2‐06b 


I have examined and discussed what Jesus said and did in three or more of these healing miracles: the man possessed by a Demon (Mark 1: 21‐28); Simon’s mother‐in‐law (Mark 1:29‐31); the man with leprosy (Mark 1: 40‐46); the man with the withered hand (Mark 3: 1‐6); the woman with the haemorrhage (Mark 5: 21‐34); the deaf man (Mark 7: 31‐37); the blind man at Bethsaida (Mark 8: 22‐26).

Having considered these miracles, I know that, through them, Jesus showed the love of God and showed his divine power.

I have learned about the charisms of people such as Blessed Mother Theresa of Calcutta (in her work with the poor and dying), Jean Vanier (in his foundation of L’Arche) and St Damien of Molokai (in his ministry to lepers) and how their life and work demonstrate compassion, mercy and service.

I know that Jesus helped people to stay healthy in body and soul, and healed them e.g. the healing of the paralysed man (Mark 2: 1‐12) and that the healing mission of Jesus is continued by the Church, through the power of the Holy Spirit.

I know and can name the Seven Sacraments: Baptism, Confirmation, Eucharist, Reconciliation (Penance), Anointing of the Sick, Holy Orders, Marriage.

I understand that, just as a doctor helps us to stay healthy, Jesus helps us to stay healthy in body and soul through the Sacraments of Healing. 

RERC 2‐09a 


I recognise that two of these sacraments ‐ the Sacrament of Reconciliation (Penance) and the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick ‐ are called the ‘Sacraments of Healing’.

I know that, in the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick, the priest anoints the sick person with holy oil and lays his hands on them, to strengthen, heal and forgive them. 

RERC 2‐09a 


I know that, when I sin and distance myself from God, I can have a change of heart, turn back to God and receive His healing, mercy and forgiveness through the Sacrament of Reconciliation. 

RERC 2‐09a 


I know that this change of heart allows me to become closer to God and that the healing Sacrament of Reconciliation calls me to make peace with others.

With the help of my teacher and/or school chaplain, I have been offered opportunities to prepare myself for, and to celebrate, the Sacrament of Reconciliation throughout the year.

	St Margaret's cluster meeting P5 group

- Thought shower: “What is a miracle?” “What miracles have you heard of?”

- Form co-operative learning groups, each group explore one of the healing miracles – choose media to present to whole class

- Modern-day healers, brief discussion – same co-operative learning groups research using ICT

- Group write reports – present to class

- Whole-class lesson, discussion of sacraments with emphasis on healing sacraments

- Visit from Parish Priest to explain Anointing of the Sick

- Reconciliation as a spiritual healing: ‘Wipe clean’ activity to show forgiveness of sins using whiteboard

- write prayers of petition and thank-you prayers

- Class go to Sacrament of Reconciliation – prayer service at which children read out their prayers of petition, especially for the sick
