Holy Week

I can recognise why Jesus faced a lot of opposition to his preaching and healing e.g.

· He healed on the Sabbath, a holy day (Matthew 12: 9‐14)

· He forgave sins, as only God can do, so people thought that he was blaspheming (Matthew 9: 1‐8 ‐ the healing of the man with a withered hand).
· He was critical of the religious authorities of his day, the scribes and Pharisees (Matthew 23: 1‐12), and the profit being made from the Temple (Matthew 21 :12‐16 ‐ the clearing of the Temple). 

RERC 2‐05a 


I know that not everyone accepted Jesus and his words (see the Parable of the Sower (Matthew 13: 4‐9 & 13: 18‐23). 
RERC 2‐01a 


I recognize that throughout His ministry Jesus was close to those who suffered. e.g., the Messiah will heal (Isaiah 53: 4); the healing of the Paralysed man (Matthew 9:1‐8); Rest for your Soul (Matthew 11: 28; and that He Himself suffered on the cross.

I can pray the Sorrowful Mysteries of the Rosary which recount the story of Jesus’ death in a prayerful way.
