TIOF Core Learning :

Old Testament 



I can recognise that the Old Testament tells us of God’s relationship with his people, prior to the birth of Jesus.

Old Testament 


I know that the book of Genesis tells us about some important people who responded to God’s call and I can recall their encounter with God. e.g. The call of Abraham (Genesis 12: 1‐9); God appears to Abraham (Genesis 18: 1‐15) Jacob’s dream (Genesis 28: 10‐19). 

RERC 2‐11a 


Old Testament 


I have examined the narratives of Abraham (Genesis 12: 4‐10), Isaac (Genesis 26: 1‐6 & 12‐14) Jacob (Genesis 28: 20‐22) and Joseph (Genesis 39: 21‐23) and I recognize how God journeyed with Abraham and his descendents. 

RERC 2‐11a 


Old Testament 


I know what the term ‘covenant’ means and I have explored the narrative of God’s covenant with Abraham (Genesis 15). 

RERC 2‐05a 


I understand that the people of Israel had a covenant with God, a promise of love and faithfulness often compared to a loving marriage (Isaiah 54: 10), or devotion between a parent and child e.g., Isaiah 49: 15 & Hosea 11: 1‐4. 

RERC 2‐05a 


I know that, when Jesus invited people to eat with Him, He was inviting them to enter the New Covenant and be saved (Mark 2: 15‐17 ‐ eating with sinners; Mark 6: 30‐44 ‐ feeding of the five thousand). 

RERC 2‐23a 


I have studied and reflected on Exodus 34: 1‐5 & Exodus 34: 29‐35 and I know that the Ten Commandments were revealed by God to the people of Israel.

RERC 2‐23a 


I recognise the significance of the Ten Commandments in the life of Jesus and in the on‐going life of Christians in the Church, and I understand that Jesus teaches that keeping the commandments will enable us to possess eternal life (Matthew 19: 16‐22).

RERC 2‐23a 


I know that these commandments are given in love by God to be obeyed and followed in our lives so that we may live in a right relationship with God and others.

Old Testament 


I can locate, read and recount the following Scriptural passages which describe their calling and mission: Samuel anoints David (1 Samuel 16: 1‐13); the call of Isaiah (Isaiah 61: 1‐3); the call of Jeremiah (Jeremiah 1: 4‐10); Jeremiah visits the potter (Jeremiah 18: 16); the call of Ezekiel (Ezekiel 2: 1‐10). 

RERC 2‐15a 


I can recognise that Mary is honoured as the first of all believers. 

RERC 2‐06b 


I know that:


Jesus calls us to show leadership through service (Mark 10: 41‐45);


that all followers of Jesus are invited to put God first in their lives (Mark 10: 41‐45)


Jesus taught that the greatest commandment of all was to love God and He also taught us to love your neighbour as yourself (Mark 12: 28‐34)


Jesus was called Rabbi, and this means teacher (Mark 11: 21). 

RERC 2‐05a 


I have read Mark 3: 7‐12 and I understand that people were drawn to Jesus through his teaching and his actions. 

RERC 2‐05a 


I have read Mark 8: 34‐38 and I understand that Jesus called forth a response from the crowds. 

RERC 2‐05a 


I can identify how people responded in different ways e.g. the rich young man (Mark 10: 17‐22), the blind man of Jericho, Bartimaeus (Mark 10: 40‐52); Peter’s profession of faith (Mark 8: 27‐30). 

RERC 2‐06b 


I know also that he called the disciples to follow him: the call of the first four disciples (Mark 1: 16‐20);    the call of Levi (Mark 2: 13‐15); the call of the 12: (Mark 3: 13‐19).

I recognise that I too am called to a life of discipleship like the first apostles.

              I know that, by the power of the Holy Spirit, through the Sacraments of Initiation, we are called to share in Jesus’ role as Priest, Prophet and King.

I have discussed the power of prayer, having reflected on its influence in the lives of two or more of the following saints: St. Bernadette, St. Therese, St. Margaret Mary and St. John Vianney.

I have studied the relationship that the Saints and holy people have with God and I can describe how faith permeates their life and mission. I know that Jesus shows us most clearly who God is by examining his words and actions.
