	TIOF Core Learning:

	RERC 1-18a

I know that the liturgical colours used by the Church are: purple during Advent and Lent; white during Christmastide and Eastertide; red for Pentecost; green for Ordinary time. I know that the liturgical colour used by the Church during Advent and Lent is purple and Christmastide and Eastertide is white, and for Pentecost is red. I have participated with my class in dressing the class altar with these colours.
