CONFIRMATION FAITH FRIENDS WEEK THREE: THE BODY OF CHRIST
Your task as a faith friend is to help the children to:

· explore in a non-threatening way how they have 'changed the world' in a small way over the previous two weeks 

· present this experience to the rest of the group in a creative way 

· explore how they can contribute to building up the body of Christ

1.  Intro: Presentation of the blog (10 mins) 

The entries will have been posted on to a page of the parish website, and Fr Stephen will talk about the contents of the parish website and will encourage the children to access the site.  He, Pauline, Lesley-Ann and Paul will give some anonymous examples from the blog.

(Task 1) Invite the group to share one or two of the entries they posted on the blog, or one or two other ways they tried to change the world, even in a small way, since the last session.  These should be summarised in one or two words and written on the child’s jigsaw piece.
2. Creative presentation of their blog entries (25 mins) 

Remind the group that last session you asked them whether they enjoy music, drama, drawing etc. Did they give any thought to how they might present their blog entry to the rest of the group? Give them a chance to work away and prepare their presentation: they can use the poster paper, pens, magazines, scissors etc, or prepare their drama. They can work alone or in pairs or bigger groups. 

When they're ready they can show the rest of the group what they've prepared. 

3. Scripture reading (5 mins) 

Fr Stephen will lead the groups in a reading from the First Letter of St Paul to the Corinthians.  Each group will represent a different part of the body and will hold up a poster of the body part at the relevant time in the reading.  They will also make the associated noise:

Actions/noises when relevant body part is read:

Ear:  Ear, ear!!

Eye:  Aye!

Hand:  Wahey! (waving hands)

Foot:  Phew! (holding nose and waving away bad smell)

Nose:  Sniff…aaaahh!!!

Mouth:  Yaaaawn!!

Head:  Heed!! (a la Father Abraham)

Body:  All at same time

A reading from the First Letter of St Paul to the Corinthians:

The body does not consist of one part but of many.  If the foot were to say “I am not a hand and so do not belong to the body”, it does not belong less to the body because of that.  Or if the ear were to say, “ I am not an eye, and so I do not belong to the body” that would not stop its belonging to the body.  If the whole body were just a mouth, how would the ears hear?  If the whole body were hearing, how would the nose smell?

As it is, God has said, “I will put all the separate parts into one body as I choose.  If they were all heads, or ears, or eyes, or hands, or feet, or noses, or mouths, how could it be a body?  As it is, the parts are many but  the body is one.  The eye cannot say to the hand, “I have no need of you,” and nor can the head say to the feet, “ I have no need of you.”

Rather, if one part is hurt, the whole body shares the pain.  And if one part is honoured, all the parts share its joy.

Now Christ’s body is yourselves, each of you with a part to play in the whole.

4.  Piecing together the Body of Christ
Stick the jigsaw pieces onto the board.  There will be a gap: stick on the missing piece, Jesus’ heart with the scripture phrase: “Love one another as I have loved you”.

5.  Invite your group to the Mass, and accompany them to the church with your talents presentation and Body of Christ jigsaw.
