	TIOF Core Learning :

	RERC 1-08a

I know that the word ‘pastoral’ comes from the Latin word for shepherd (Pastor) and that priests try to be like Jesus, the Good Shepherd (John 10: 11‐15).

I can find out about the pastoral work of priests in the parish and how they show God’s love and care for others.

I can find out about and name groups of people in my parish who care for others e.g. by exploring the parish website, by asking questions of our priest or parish workers.

I know that, when the priest celebrates liturgical events, he wears special garments called vestments.

I have visited my local Catholic church and I can recognise the significance of the altar, holy water font, the tabernacle, Paschal Candle and the sanctuary lamp.

I know that the liturgical colours used by the Church are: purple during Advent and Lent; white during Christmastide and Eastertide; red for Pentecost; green for Ordinary time. I know that the liturgical colour used by the Church during Advent and Lent is purple and Christmastide and Eastertide is white, and for Pentecost is red. I have participated with my class in dressing the class altar with these colours.

	Exemplar Narratives:

	Lynne Collins, St Theresa’s, Newarthill and Bernadette Long, St Mary’s, Cleland:

We began by discussing buildings like schools, houses, hospitals, etc, and how we feel and behave when we are in these buildings. The class then discussed the church; what feelings it evokes and how we act when we are in church. We then looked at specific items in the church (see core learning for items) and identified these items in a photo of the church. Next, we visited our local church and again identified these items within the church. While at the church, we asked our priest about his role in the parish, particularly his pastoral role. We also asked about other groups or individuals who work in the parish. We then looked at the colours of the church and discussed which colour is relevant to which time of the liturgical year. The class were then given a black and white image of a priest on the altar and asked to colour the altar and vestments in the colours of a specific time of the liturgical year.
