	TIOF Core Learning :

	RERC 2‐18a

I have reflected on the change of aesthetics in the Church and through participation in the liturgies of the Easter Triduum, I can explain the contrast in the Church between Good Friday and Easter Sunday.

I can read, recount and recall the Passion, Death and Resurrection story as outlined in Chapters 22‐24 of Luke’s Gospel.

I know that the Risen Christ brought joy to the disciples, and that when we receive the Spirit of the Risen Christ He brings us joy (Luke 24:36‐43). I know that Joy is one of the fruits of the Holy Spirit.

I know that the Risen Jesus is always with us and that he gave us the gift of the Holy Spirit to accompany us throughout our lives. 

RERC 2‐22a

I have reflected on the Resurrection appearances in John’s gospel, and I know that Jesus demonstrates that repentance and reconciliation are central to our relationships with God, the Church and each other:

 The Risen Christ bestows his peace and forgiveness (John 20: 19‐23);

 Thomas the Doubter believes (John 20: 24‐29 );

 Peter’s three denials are symbolically reversed by three declarations of love (John 21: 15‐17).
RERC 2‐22a

I can recognise the importance of reconciliation and forgiveness in the early Church (James 5: 3‐16). 
RERC 2‐20a

I have studied John 14: 27 ‐ “My peace I give you” and Micah 4: 3 or Isaiah 2: 4) ‐ “They will beat their swords into ploughshares” and I am developing my understanding of God’s gift of peace in my life. 
RERC 2‐20a

 I understand that the gift of peace is to be shared and is closely linked to justice. I am called to be a peacemaker in my own relationships and in the wider world. 

RERC 2‐22a

I know that there are many situations of global conflict and am aware that I can offer intercessory prayers asking God to enable those involved to find peaceful solutions. 

RERC 2‐09b

I can hear, read and recall the Eucharistic narrative of the road to Emmaus (Luke 24: 13‐35) 

RERC 2‐09b

I can recognise the Eucharistic themes contained within this narrative:

· The disciples encounter Jesus on their journey on Easter Sunday, while they are downcast as they reflect on the events of the previous days. At Sunday Eucharist we encounter Jesus as we bring the joys, sorrows, and events of the week and offer them to God.

· On the road, Jesus explains the Scriptures to the disciples and their hearts burn within them. Through the scriptures in the Liturgy of the Word, Jesus still speaks to us, and the homily helps us to reflect on how we can respond to God’s Word.

· While Jesus is with the disciples at table, he takes the bread, says the blessing, breaks it and hands it to them, and in this ‘breaking of bread’ they recognise him.

· In the Liturgy of the Eucharist, the priest uses the same gestures, and we recognise the Risen Jesus, truly present in our midst.

· The disciples immediately go out to share the Good News that Jesus is risen. At the end of the Eucharist we are sent out on a mission to share the Good News about Jesus. 

RERC 2‐07a

I know that Christians believe that, while our earthly life comes to an end at death, we believe in eternal life in Heaven, our destination.
               I know that heaven is often compared to a banquet:

 Isaiah 25:6‐9‐ a banquet of rich food;

 Luke 14: 15‐24 – the feast in the Kingdom of God.
