	Prayer, fasting and almsgiving

· lepers (Mark 1: 42‐45) who caused fear because of their contagious and disfiguring disease.

I understand that while many people considered the outcast and disabled to be cursed by God, Jesus reached out to them, offering them acceptance and healing, and invited them into the Kingdom of God (John 9: 1‐7; Mark 6: 53‐56).
