This is Our Faith – Scriptural Lesson Exemplar, The Parable of the Sower: Primary 6
	SCRIPTURE READING

Language: Talking and Listening/ R.E.

Read Matthew’s Gospel passage (13: 4-9, 18-23) to pupils, relating both the initial telling of the Parable and Jesus’ subsequent explanation.


	SCRIPTURE ANALYSIS Language: Reading/ R.E.

Reciprocal Reading – Using the four roles of Predictor, Clarifier, Questioner and Summariser give pupils the opportunity to work with the Gospel passage to deepen their understanding of the Parable.
	ANIMATED SCRIPTURE

Language: Talking and Listening, Writing/ICT/ R.E.

Access animated version of ‘Parable of the Sower’ (available from YouTube or directly from www.max7.org). Pupils can create a storyboard of this version of the Parable. 
	SEEDS EXPERIMENT

Science/ Maths/ ICT

Plant seeds (sunflower/herbs/ tomatoes/cress?) in varying conditions that resemble the Parable (e.g. on ground, in shallow soil, amongst weeds, in good, deep soil) observe results. 

Teach and encourage pupils to apply scientific principles of Fair Test and use results for Information Handling activity in Maths.

Produce graphs/ charts during ICT time to demonstrate the success of the seeds in the good soil and display results on Parable Display. Connect results to Scripture Analysis. Help children make links between meaning of the Parable and their scientific findings.

How do we make the meaning of the parables literal to us? What does it mean to be rooted in ‘Good Soil’? What are the ‘thorns’ that threaten to ‘choke’ our good intentions of building God’s Kingdom? How do ‘wealth’ and the ‘cares of the world’ obstruct?

	ACTIVE STORYTELLING: Drama/ R.E.
Define Space – Warm up by playing Port/ Starboard style game where each side of the hall/ space represents the Rocks, the Path, the Thorns and the Good Soil.

Teacher in role – Pupils numbered one to four. They start bunched up as seeds, yet to be sown. Teacher agrees a command to lift and scatter one group at a time. Pupils mime what happens to their seed in each of the four areas defined in the warm up.

Act it out – In groups of four or five, pupils portray the seeds in each scenario. Focus on strong body shapes, movement and limited, repetitive speech or captions E.g. Birds pecking seeds “ate them up”. Seeds spring up, then being scorched “SPRING!” “SCORCH!”. Thorns choking seeds saying “Choke, Choke, Choke”. Seeds growing well saying “Good Soil. Good Grain”. 
Present – Challenge pupils to put their four short scenes together to retell the Parable in their own words.
