	The way in which R.E. is taught will determine whether many E&Os are employed: Literacy, Technology, Expressive Arts etc.  However, the following list outlines some obvious connections between TIOF and the E&Os from other subject areas:

Having analysed how lifestyle can impact on the environment and Earth’s resources, I can make suggestions about how to live in a more sustainable way.

Because water is a major P5 topic in TIOF, then although the TIOF material would not cover much of the following E&Os, nonetheless it would make sense to link the RE with water topics in science:
I can apply my knowledge of how water changes state to help me understand the processes involved in the water cycle in nature over time.

By investigating floating and sinking of objects in water, I can apply my understanding of buoyancy to solve a practical challenge.

Through research on how animals communicate, I can explain how sound vibrations are carried by waves through air, water and other media.
